It's worth noting that during this period of listening, the Baptist Union resolved not to
amend their ministerial guidelines, which state that Christian marriage is defined as being
exclusively between man and woman.

A Seminar with Rev. Dr. Stephen Finamore, President of Baptists Together

Saturday 8th June at 2pm

In this seminar, Stephen will be exploring how Christians might respond to questions such
